notes Council approves 2010 budget
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budget represents a commitment to a sustainable community with continuous progress in benchmarking and best
practices with the start of the 2010 business plans for the Victoria Playhouse Petrolia and the Oil Heritage District
Community Centre.

The 2010 budget includes the curbside collection for recycling that is a mandated service by the province for
municipalities greater than 5,000 populations. The cost of the increased service represents 3.4% of the 3.91% tax
increase.
